With more 
than 1.1 million people displaced, communities are already pushed to the brink by years 
of economic collapse, poverty and failing essential services. 
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Our partners on the ground are providing vulnerable 
communities with vital support, including emergency 
shelter, support for basic essentials, access to food and 
water, and health and psychosocial support.
